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In January of 2010 we re-
ceived information about a
mentally unstable woman liv-
ing beside the road between
Boito and Litein who would be
expecting a child soon. This
information was brought to us
by neighbors who knew the
situation and were very con-
cerned for the welfare of the
mother and soon to be born
child. Upon investigation we
learned that the woman was
very volatile, living under a tree
and soon to deliver a child that
she would be unable to care
for. We also learned that she
had two small boys living with
her mother who was also men-
tally challenged. When hearing
that we were there the grand-
mother hid the boys form us
and refused to let us see
them. We tried to bring the
expectant woman to the home
for the welfare of the coming
child but she became very
violent and refused. At this
point all we could do was to
make arrangements with the
neighbors and the local chief
to monitor the situation and try
to get her to the hospital to
deliver the child. It seemed
likely that she would deliver in
two to three weeks. We agreed
with the nearest relative to
bring the child to our home if
the child lived as we knew the
child would not survive in the
womands car e.
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12th we received a call that
they had taken the mother to
the Hospital two days earlier
and she had delivered a baby
boy and she was released the
next day. They assured us that
if we didndt c

child now it would surely die as
she was leaving the child in
the sun and trying to feed the
baby by pouring cows milk and
porridge in his mouth. We im-
mediately went to get the child
hel p

with the

uncle and sure enough the
baby was already badly sun-
burned. After a visit to the
doctor. We brought the child
home and named him Francis
Kipkirui after
the uncle who had helped us
save the child. After about four
months we got a call from the
uncle that the Grandmother
and the mother were severely
mistreating the two young
boys , Duncan (6) and Aaron
(4). The Grandmother (who is
also mentally disturbed) was
refusing to care for the boys
and was allowing the mother
Qmbedt thdmrmerailesgly. We
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told the uncle to get the boys
from the Grandmother and
bring them to us. All three boy4
settled into the home and
found peace for the first time in
their lives. In January 2011
mefoundrthéit thg bolys birtth e
mother who was living on the
street was again with child.
She was really struggling bein
pregnant and the rainy season
was soon coming. We met
with the local chief, and the
tincléshoeasseshand assist
wherever we were able. We
found that this same mother
had murdered one of her eigh
children a young boy of 7 and
two others were also deceased
under unclear circumstances.
None of the remaining three
were living with her for their
well being.
