Later we found out 

that upon arriving home the 

same neighbors accused her 

of disposing of the baby and 

dragged her to the police. 

She was able to show the 

police the paperwork and 

they commended her on 

doing the right thing. The 

next day Mary Rose took the 

baby to the clinic for a 

checkup and HIV testing 

which was negative. We put 

the baby on antibiotics for 

the eye and umbilical cord 

infections . Everyone  unani-

mously agreed that we 

should name her Mary Rose 

after the one who would be 

caring for her and the name 

Chesang because she was 

born  outside. She is doing 

very well now, gaining weight 

and the infections are both 

cleared up. We contacted the 

children's department  and 

they assured us there was no 

where else for the child and 

they would begin legal pro-

ceedings to permanently 

place her in the care of the 

home. As you can certainly 

see from the pictures this is 

a beautiful baby girl who 

would most likely have per-

ished had it not been for 

your  faithfulness, generosity 

and love! May the Lord con-

tinue to bless you  and keep 

you all!

     I am in the shower! Rose 

Alice comes pounding on 

the door, ò Dad, Dad mom 

needs you now ! Thereõs a 

girl here with a baby and 

sheõs crying !ó she yells. 

What now! I think to myself 

as I quickly  work to get 

down to the office. Thereõs 

always something happen-

ing here! I arrived at the 

office to find Mary Rose and 

Davis talking to a young girl 

who is indeed crying and 

holding a tiny infant girl. As I 

pull back the blanket I see 

that the child is a newborn, 

naked  and still not clean 

from birth. I told Mary Rose 

to take the child and clean 

and feed her while I find out 

what the story is. It turns 

out that this young girl of 

18 from the town of Long-

isa had awaken to find a 

baby left by her doorstep in 

the flowers. She suspected 

that the child belong to a 

young girl of 14 who had 

been living down the street. 

This young girl had been 

obviously about to give birth 

and was now nowhere to be 

found. Not knowing what 

else to do she took the child 

to the hospital. At the hospi-

tal they checked the babyõs 

umbilical cord, said there 

was nothing else they would 

do and sent the girl to the 

police. The police took the 

report and then told the girl 

that the child was her respon-

sibility as she was the one 

that found her and sent her 

away. The girl then went back 

to her home. She met with her 

neighbors to get help but they 

said the child was her prob-

lem and not theirs. While try-

ing to decide what to do she 

remembered having visited 

our home back in 2008 while 

she was visiting the area. She 

said she remembered it be-

cause Mary Rose had been 

making cakes and they 

smelled so good while she 

was here. It was then she 

decided to come to us for 

help.  Having no money of her 

own she borrowed enough for 

a Matatu ride to Kapkitet and 

then walked the couple of 

miles to our home. By this 

time Mary Rose returned with 

the baby having cleaned and 

examined the child and was 

feeding her. The baby was 

very hungry, had an infection 

in her  right eye  and an um-

bilical cord infection but 

seemed to be ok otherwise. 

The young girl had no idea 

how to care for a child and no 

one to help her so we agreed 

to take the baby. We filled out 

the necessary paperwork. We 

made copies of everything for 

her and gave her enough

     I wanted to write some-

thing to update all of you on 

the scope of the ministry that 

is happening here at the 

home. The need in helping 

children here in the commu-

nity is so great that we have 

established  the Dow Family 

Childrenõs  Center. Along side 

the home the Center is re-

sponsible for all of the other 

ministry to children who are 

not permanent residents. At 

the present time there are 

47 children living here. 4 of 

these are our  American  

children and 3 others are 

working for room, board and 

schooling. We have 12  tem-

porary children and  28 per-

manent children. Outside of 

this all other ministry comes 

under the heading of the 

Center. This ministry in-

cludes,  Sunday School, Pri-

mary School, Bible Study,  

Movie Nights , Evangelism 

and Counseling.  Some of 

the other ministry includes a 

feeding program in which we 

are feeding an average of 80 

children once a week on 

Sundays after church and 

various others on a daily 

basis. On a weekly basis we 

are also addressing  many 

health care issues such as 

minor illnesses , first aid, ring-

worm treatment, HIV testing 

and education, cleanliness and 

personal hygiene education  

and clothing acquisition and 

repair.  With the decline of the 

value of the Kenyan shilling 

and the general state of pov-

erty in the community it  is al-

ways the children who suffer 

the most. Jesus said , ó Let  the 

little children come to me, and 

do not hinder them, for the 

kingdom of Heaven belongs to  

such as these.ó  We are doing 

what we can in keeping with 

the spirit of His word! 

caring for our two babies, 

Elizabeth Cherono (6 mo. ) 

and Mary Rose Chesang (3 

wks.). Chesang is the 8th 

baby she has nurtured since 

we have been here. In addi-

tion to that  she is constantly 

working to keep things run-

ning smoothly with charts, 

schedules and direction in 

News Flash:  On October 

the 3rd Mary Rose turned 50 

years young! At 50 My wife is 

the most amazing woman I 

have ever met. Her selfless-

ness is an inspiration to 

many. I could never imagine 

a better partner to serve with 

here in Kenya! Currently she 

is spending most of her time 

every direction. All of this 

while being a wonderful wife 

to me and being careful to 

not neglect the needs of her 

American children.  I see the 

Lord giving her strength and 

grace daily. This beautiful 

woman is my Hero in every 

way and I thank God for her 

always!

We have started a 

monthly Pastors meeting to 

promote Unity and Christian 

service and cooperation. 

When we can we provide 

small jobs to those less fortu-

nate  as they struggle to feed 

their families. Also we work to 

help provide food, clothing, 

medical care and referral. At 

times our vehicle serves as an 

ambulance making emer-

gency trips to the clinic or 

hospital for illness, injuries 

and births. We have church 

services on Sundays as well 

as a Tuesday night bible 

study.  Through these efforts 

the home is becoming an 

integral part of the commu-

nity. We are so blessed and 

are learning so much in this 

work! 

     The opportunity to minister 

to adults in the home and 

community are endless. Evan-

gelism, Christian Education, 

Practical Education, Health 

Education and Parenting 

Skills being some of the main 

areas. We make visits into the 

community to provide prayer, 

counseling and evangelism . 

In Boito Center we are minis-

tering to prostitutes, alcohol-

ics, the mentally challenged,
